· El presente continuo se usa para acciones que ocurren  en el momento en el que estamos hablando. Se suele utilizar con expresiones de tiempo como : at the moment, now…..

Ex: Now I am writing about the english tenses 

· También se usa para hablar de planes de futuro: 

Ex: next Friday my brother is going to Madrid.

· Si el verbo termina en consonante más “y”, se elimina la “y” y se añade – ied: study – studied
Hay una serie de verbos cuya forma del pasado simple es irregular.
USOS
· El pasado simple se usa para acciones realizadas en un momento determinado del pasado.  Se suele utilizar con expresiones de tiempo como: yesterday, last week/year/february, two days/three years ago, in 1999…
